1. INTRODUCTION

Founded in Baton Rouge in 1971 by a group of community leaders, the Cancer Center now serves every region of Louisiana and communities across southwest Mississippi. With the most expansive team of highly-trained oncologists leveraging innovative therapies and technologies, Mary Bird Perkins is offering the most personalized treatment options available in the Gulf South. 

The Cancer Center’s emphasis on community-based care allows patients to access these resources close to home. 2. PROJECT OVERVIEW 
 
As part of its Prevention on the Go (POGO) Outreach program, Mary Bird Perkins Cancer Center is implementing mobile medical unit with 3D mammography services. The intent is to extend access, cancer screenings, and education to those with limited access to cancer-related health services, including minorities, low-income, underserved, and rural communities.

6. SCOPE OF WORK 
 
The scope of work outlined below has been established for the purpose of achieving and implementing program goals and objectives described in this document. Although the scope is intended to serve as a reference in the preparation of the proposal, forthcoming proposals may offer additional services which support the goals of this RFP.  
 
MBPCC is currently seeking to purchase one (1) 3D Mammography (Breast Tomosynthesis) system from a manufacturer or vendor who can provide a cost-effective proposal while meeting the needs of our mobile health clinic and breast screening program. The scope of this project includes Equipment, delivery, device set-up on a mobile medical unit (1) year comprehensive warranty, and three years extended warranty.
 
The following criteria/equipment must be met to comply with minimum specifications: 
1. Tube % arc or rotation must be 15-degree scan angle with projection images acquired every 1 degree for maximum tissue inclusion and information gathering.

2. Equipment must have significant number of clinical studies to show substantial improvements in clinical performance.

3. Equipment must have FDA claim that 3D is superior to 2D.

4. The 3D system must have an embedded CAD in the gantry and doesn’t require a separate server taking up space and requiring maintenance and having CAD processing performed at the Acquisition Workstation.

5. Images must be immediately reconstructed on the Acquisition Workstation so the technologist has immediate feedback and can retake images immediately if necessary, which increases productivity and lowers costs.

6. Equipment must have FDA claim supporting reduction of callbacks up to 40%.

7. Equipment must have FDA claim to be superior for dense breast tissue.

8. Unit must be able to utilize future enhancements, backwards compatible.

9. Patient compression must not exceed 4.0 seconds for every single patient no matter the size or density of breast tissue. This is the single contributor to patient comfort during imaging.

10. Must include patient comfort features of a Curved Breast stabilization paddle in large and small sizes, and disposable mammography pad option to increase additional comfort as well as aids the technologist to increase tissue inclusion.

11. Number of slices and projections from the images should be 15 projections over a 15- degree angle.

12. Must have synthetic 2D image capability that is robust, yet natural looking and generated from high resolution 3D data to deliver superior performance at a low dose compared to 2D alone. Synthetic images must be FDA approved as a diagnostic tool and therefore images can be submitted to the ACR and for reimbursement.

13. Must have high resolution 3D imaging capability.

14. Unit must have tube head that can be parked in an MLO position if necessary, or “smart positioning” capabilities for better patient access when necessary.

15. Must have 3D mammography units installed on mobile health units with proven track record of service response time and reliability. Give account locations of mobile health unit installs.

16. Mammography Unit must include standard screening paddle set.

17. Provide number of 3D systems installed in the State of Louisiana and US market.

18. Number and Names of Field service technicians specifically trained on 3D mammography in the State of Louisiana.

19. Onsite service call response time must be same day for calls received before 12 noon. Otherwise next day service required for calls received after 12 noon.

20. Saturday service coverage desired.

21. Service hours during warranty and under service contract must be 8:00am to 8:00pm, Monday to Friday and 8:00 am to 3:00 pm on Saturdays.

22. Specific Mammography Parts Depot must be in the State of Louisiana with 24/7/365 access availability.

23. Remote technical service required.

24. Automated QC required with 15-minute duration, once per week + 1 additional image every 6 months.

25. Ergonomic features required:
___Tube Park allows the tech to stand straight during MLO positioning
___Face Shield retraction allows tech easy access to tissue during positioning
___One button automated tube head rotation
___Easy to reach tube head rotation control underneath c-arm fulcrum
___Stationary controls at easy to reach height on side of gantry
___Biometric log in w/automated height adjustment
___Tilting image screen w/ articulating arm
___Exposure foot pedal at acquisition workstation
___One button exposure button that can be used w/different aspects of the hand, one finger, two fingers or fist, for variation of exposure
___The face shield must be stationary during the exposure so that it is secure and stable for the patient.

26. Must have both a local technical assistance phone line (808) and a national technical
and clinical assistance phone line (1-800) available Monday to Saturday.

27.  Integration of Mammography equipment into mobile coach per attached rendering.

7. PROPOSAL SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS  
 
This Request for Proposal represents the requirements for an open and competitive process. Proposals are required to be submitted on or before 5 p.m. CST, Friday, October 11, 2024. Any proposal received after this date and time will not be considered. An official agent or representative of the company must sign all proposals by submitting a cover letter. Vendors may also submit any additional documentation they would like to support their proposal. Proposals not conforming to these requirements will not be considered.  
 
The costs must be all-inclusive for parts, labor (internal and contracted), and fees for the delivered and fully equipped and installed 3D mammography (Breast Tomosynthesis) system. If the organization submitting a proposal must outsource or contract any work to meet the requirements contained herein, this must be clearly stated in the proposal. Any proposals, which call for outsourcing or contracting work, must include a name and description of the organizations being contracted. 
 
 Cost requirements for proposal submission 
 
The technical and price proposals shall be distinct documents and readily separable for review.  
 
Warranties – Information regarding all vendor and manufacturer warranty information must be provided. Vendors should also provide options and cost for any extended warranty they offer and the nearest authorized service location(s) for warranty service including the name of the vendor, address, and phone.  
 
Vendor Qualifications – Vendors must provide the following details on their Company’s background, qualifications and experience relative to performing requirements that are set forth in the Scope of Work as part of their proposal for consideration:

8. EVALUATION CRITERIA 
 
MBPCC will award this contract based on the most responsible and responsive proposal received. Price is important, but price alone will not be the sole determination for an award. The determination for the award is the responsibility of MBPCC personnel. Issues such as conformance to the specifications contained herein, reference feedback, experience at similar projects, length of time in business, warranty, and many other factors including price will be evaluated. MBPCC reserves the exclusive right to reject, for any reason at its sole discretion, the proposal of any vendor. By signing your RFP response proposal, you agree to the award criteria and process stated in this paragraph.  
 
MBPCC will evaluate all proposals based on the following criteria. To ensure consideration for the RFP, your proposal should be complete and include the following: 
· Overall Proposal Suitability: Proposed solution(s) must meet the scope and needs included herein and be presented in a clear and organized manner.  (25%)
· Value and Cost: Bidders will be evaluated on the cost of their solution(s) based on the equipment produced and work to be performed in accordance with the scope of this project. (40%)
· Production Time and Delivery Date: Proposals will be evaluated based on the respondent’s production time and the proposed delivery date.  (35%)
 
10. PROJECT TIMELINE 
 
Evaluations of proposals will be conducted within 10 days of bid opening. If additional information or discussions are needed with any vendor during the evaluation period, the vendor(s) will be notified.  
 
Vendor selection will be completed not later than October 4, 2024, and all participating vendors will be notified immediately thereafter. MBPCC reserves the right to extend timelines if deemed necessary. 
 
Final contract terms and conditions will be negotiated with the selected vendor. All contractual terms and conditions will be subject to review by MBPCC.  
 
Equipment Delivery Timeline: The timeline/schedule for the desired delivery date of the 3D Mammography (Breast Tomosynthesis) system is April 1, 2025 or your earliest date thereafter. 
 
MBPCC reserves the right to waive irregularities and to reject any or all bids. MBPCC also reserves the right to negotiate with the selected vendor in the event the price exceeds available funds. 
 
MBPCC may consider informal any bid not prepared and/or not submitted in accordance with the provisions hereof and may waive any informalities or reject any and all bids. Any bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered.

The terms and conditions contained in this section or, in the sole discretion of MBPCC, terms and conditions substantially similar to these terms and conditions, will be included in any contract or agreement that results from this RFP. MBPCC reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals received as a result of this request; to negotiate with all qualified sources, or to cancel in part or in its entirety this RFP if it is in the interests of MBPCC to do so. 18. Potential Proposers are advised to review all sections of this RFP carefully and to follow instructions completely, as failure to make a complete submission as described elsewhere herein may result in rejection of the proposal. 
 
19. Alternative approaches and/or methods to accomplish the desired results of this procurement are solicited. However, proposals that materially alter the terms, requirements, or scope of work defined by this RFP may be rejected as being nonresponsive.  
 
20. Proposals are considered to be irrevocable for a period of not less than 120 days following the date for submission of proposals. 
 
21. All pricing submitted will be considered firm and fixed unless otherwise indicated herein.  
 
22. All proposals should identify the proposed team of professionals, including those employed by subcontractors, if any, along with respective areas of expertise and relevant credentials. Proposers should also provide a description of the portion of the scope of work for which each of these professionals will be responsible. 
 
23. The purchase of services under an award made pursuant to this RFP will be contingent on the availability of funds and made at the discretion of MBPCC. 
 
24. Awarding this RFP is based on the Evaluation Criteria set forth in this RFP. Proposers are advised, however, that all materials and ideas submitted as part of this proposal and during the performance of any award shall be the property of and owned by MBPCC, which may use any such materials and ideas. 
 
25. East Baton Rouge Parish, Louisiana, shall be the proper place of venue for suit on or in respect of this Agreement. This Agreement and all of the rights and obligations of the parties hereto and all of the terms and conditions hereof shall be construed, interpreted and applied in accordance with and governed by and enforced under the laws of the State of Louisiana. 
 
At any time during the term of this Agreement and for a period of three (3) years from the submission date of the final expenditure report. If any litigation, claim, or audit is started before the expiration of the 3-year period, the records must be retained until all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records have been resolved and final action taken.  Thereafter MBPCC or a duly authorized audit representative of MBPCC at its expense and at reasonable times, reserves the right to audit the Contractor's records and books relevant to all services provided under this Agreement. In the event such an audit by MBPCC reveals any errors/overpayments by MBPCC, the Contractor shall refund MBPCC the full amount of such overpayments within thirty (30) days of such audit findings, or MBPCC, at its option, reserves the right to deduct such amounts owing MBPCC from any payments due to the Contractor.

27. Except when defined as part of the Work, Contractor will not make any press releases, public statements, advertisement or other promotional materials using the name or logo of MBPCC or the name of any MBPCC employee or referring to the Agreement or the engagement of Contractor as an independent contractor of MBPCC, or the purchase of goods or services by MBPCC, without the prior written approval of MBPCC. Requests for prior written approval of any such releases, public statements, advertisements or other promotional materials must be directed to MBPCC’s Vice President, Communications and Marketing. 
 
29. Contractor agrees that at all times its employees, agents and permitted subcontractors (if any) will observe and comply with all regulations of the facilities, including but not limited to, no smoking, parking and security regulations. 
 
30. Contractor agrees that a written copy of Contractor’s Civil Rights "Affirmative Action Compliance Program" will be provided simultaneously with this Agreement and incorporated for all purposes, or if Contractor is not required to have such a written program, the reason Contractor is not subject to such requirement will be provided in writing 
 
31. Contractor represents and warrants that all articles and services furnished under this Agreement meet or exceed the safety standards established and promulgated under the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Law (Public Law 91-598) and its regulations in effect or proposed as of the date of this Agreement. 
 
32. If this Agreement requires Contractor’s presence on MBPCC's premises or in MBPCC’s facilities, Contractor agrees to cause its representatives, agents, employees and permitted subcontractors (if any) to become aware of, fully informed about, and in full compliance with all applicable MBPCC’s rules and policies, including, without limitation, those relative to privacy, personal health, security, environmental quality, safety, fire prevention, noise, smoking, and access restrictions. 

33. Proposer confirms that neither Proposer nor its subcontractors or Principals are suspended, debarred, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from the award of contracts from United States (“U.S.”) federal government procurement or non-procurement programs, or are listed in the List of Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement or Non-procurement Programs issued by the U.S. General Services Administration. “Principals” means officers, directors, owners, partners, and persons having primary management or supervisory responsibilities within a business entity (e.g. general manager, plant manager, head of a subsidiary, division or business segment, and similar positions). If it is later determined that Proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to the other remedies available to MBPCC, MBPCC may terminate this Agreement for default by Proposer.

39. Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor will and does hereby agree to indemnify, protect, defend with counsel approved by MBPCC, and hold harmless MBPCC and their respective affiliated enterprises, regents, officers, directors, attorneys, employees, representatives and agents (collectively “indemnitees”) from and against all damages, losses, liens, causes of action, suits, judgments, expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), and other claims of any nature, kind, or description (collectively “claims”) by any person or entity, arising out of, caused by, or resulting from Contractor’s performance under this agreement and that are caused in whole or in part by any negligent act, negligent omission or willful misconduct of Contractor, anyone directly employed by contractor or anyone for whose acts Contractor may be liable. The provisions of this section will not be construed to eliminate or reduce any other indemnification or right which any indemnitee has by law or equity. 
 
In addition, Contractor will and does hereby agree to indemnify, protect, defend with counsel approved by MBPCC, and hold harmless indemnitees from and against all claims arising from infringement or alleged infringement of any patent, copyright, trademark or other proprietary interest arising by or out of the performance of services or the provision of goods by Contractor, or the use by indemnitees, at the direction of Contractor, of any article or material; provided, that, upon becoming aware of a suit or threat of suit for infringement, MBPCC will promptly notify Contractor and Contractor will be given the opportunity to negotiate a settlement. In the event of litigation, MBPCC agrees to reasonably cooperate with Contractor. All parties will be entitled to be represented by counsel at their own expense. 

40. Termination for Convenience. MBPCC may terminate performance of work under this contract in whole or, from time to time, in part if MBPCC determines that a termination is in MBPCC’s best interest. MBPCC may terminate any resulting contract for convenience by providing (1) a statement that the contract is being terminated for the convenience of MBPCC, (2) the effective date of termination, (3) the extent of termination, (4) any special instructions, and (5) the steps the contractor is to take to minimize the impact on personnel. Upon any notification of termination for convenience, the Contractor is to (1) stop work immediately on the terminated portion of the contract, (2) terminate all subcontracts related to the terminated portion of the prime contract, (3) advise MBPCC of any special circumstances precluding stoppage of work, (4) perform the continued portion of the contract if the termination is partial, (5) take any action necessary to protect property in the Contractor’s possession in which MBPCC has an interest, (6) notify MBPCC of any legal proceedings growing out of any subcontract, (7) settle any subcontractor claims arising out of the termination, and (8) dispose of termination inventory as directed by MBPCC. 

41. Termination for Cause. This Agreement shall terminate, and all obligations of the Parties hereunder shall cease (except as to liabilities or obligations which have accrued or arisen prior to such termination) upon the occurrence of any of the following events: 

(1) Breach of Contract: Ten (10) days after the receipt of notice by either Party to the other specifying in detail a material breach of this Agreement, if such breach has not been cured within said ten (10) day period; or if such breach is of a nature that it cannot be cured within said ten (10) day period but can be cured within a reasonable time thereafter, if efforts to cure such breach have not commenced and/or such efforts are not proceeding and being continued diligently both during and after such ten (10) day period prior to the breach being cured. 

(2) Default: Each of the following events shall constitute an event of default by the Party in respect of which such even occurs: 

(i) the failure of either Party to perform any of its obligations hereunder for a period of ten (10) days after the date on which notice of the failure has been given to the defaulting Party by the other Party; and 

(ii) the failure to fulfill any of the other covenants, undertakings, obligations, or conditions set forth in this Agreement and the continuance of any such default for a period of ten (10) days after written notice of said failure. 

If Contractor is found to be in default under any provision of this contract, MBPCC may cancel the contract without notice and either re-solicit or award the contract to the next best responsive and responsible respondent. In the event of abandonment or default, Contractor will be responsible for paying damages to MBPCC including, but not limited to, reprocurement costs, and any consequential damages to MBPCC resulting from Contractor’s non-performance. The defaulting Contractor will not be considered in the re-solicitation and may not be considered in future solicitations for the same type of work, unless the specification or scope of work is significantly changed.

42. Partially Completed Work. No later than the first calendar day after the termination of this contract, or at MBPCC’S request, Contractor shall deliver to MBPCC all completed, or partially completed, work and any and all documentation or other products and results of these services. Failure to timely delivery such work or any and all documentation or other products and results of the services shall be considered a material breach of this contract. Contractor shall not make or retain any copies of the work or any and all documentation or other products and results of the services without the prior written consent of MBPCC.

43. Remedies for Default. In the event of a default by either Party hereto, the other Party may exercise any and all rights and remedies available under Louisiana law. 

44. Attorney’s Fees and Collection Cost. If there is a dispute relating to any provisions in this Agreement, a default, or breach of this Agreement by either Party, the prevailing Party is entitled to, and the non-prevailing Party shall pay, the costs and expenses incurred by the prevailing Party, including but not limited to all out of pocket costs of collection, court costs, and reasonable attorney fees and expenses, including trial and appellate costs and fees.

45. Severability. If any part of this Agreement shall be declared invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions will continue to be valid and enforceable. If a court of competent jurisdiction finds that any provisions of this Agreement is invalid or unenforceable, but that by limiting such provisions it would become valid and enforceable, then the Parties hereby consent to the reformation of any such illegal, invalid, or unenforceable provision so that it may become legal, valid, and enforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction.

46. Dispute Resolution. The Parties agree to first try to resolve any dispute or controversy arising out of, in connection with, or relating to this Agreement between the Parties. If the Parties are unable to do so, the Parties agree to mediate the dispute in good faith before a mediator acceptable by each Party. 

If mediation is unsuccessful, any differences, claims or matters in dispute arising out of or connected with this Agreement shall be submitted by the parties to arbitration by the American Arbitration Association or its successor and the determination of the American Arbitration Association or its successor shall be final and absolute. The arbitrator shall be governed by the duly promulgated Commercial Rules and Regulations of the American Arbitration Association or its successor, and the pertinent provisions of the laws of the State of Louisiana relating to arbitration. The decision of the arbitrator may be entered as a final judgment in any court of the State of Louisiana or elsewhere.
